Its not rocket science but its essential that you check the quality of your grinding ser-
vice unless your aware of what to look for, you could be silently suffering and lining 
the pockets of your grinder in the process. 
  

I’m constantly coming across blades that have been incorrectly ground with more edges than a diamond and in 
some cases the new blades had been damaged beyond repair on the first regrind.   
  
Basic Checks 

 

The Frame workshop needs to be set out ergonomically so that framing jobs move around the 
workshop easily, quickly and safely with a designated area for each framing process with ma-
terials stored correctly to avoid time wasting and damage.   
 
The flow chart below shows the way a framing job needs to progress ergonomically 
around the workshop,  showing the main process areas from start to finish.

 How to quickly measure mounts and log sizes 

Fig. 1                                                                Fig. 1  Decide if the artwork to be measured is Portrait (vertical format) or Land-
scape (horizontal format) ?   This picture is Landscape,  because it is wider in the 
width than in the height.  
  
Fig. 2  Decide with the customer the required width of mount border around the art-
work?  In this example we do not require any white border of the print showing when 
mounted and we require a drop bottom ?  (A larger width of mount to add prospective 
1/2 inch to 1 inch or 13 mm to 26mm is usually a good guide) I will add 1/2 inch or 
13mm  in this example. 
 
Fig. 3  We decided to use 2 1/2 inches or 64 mm on the sides and top and a drop bot-
tom  of  3 inches or 76 mm.   Next draw a large cross and insert  the border measure

can transfer to your order pad where you may like to have a pre-printed cross for this 
purpose also transfer the measurements to the back of the mount board square that you 
will cut for the mount,  this will help you cut the mount round the right way and re-
mind you of the measurements( if you write it in the correct position and format)  
 
Fig. 4   Now to measure,  add the two border sizes together e.g. 2 1/2 + 2 1/2 = 5  
inches or 64m + 64mm = 128mm and place the rule on the picture with the number 5 
or 128 just inside the edged of the left hand side of the picture. 
 
Fig.5   Now look at the measurement on the right hand edge of the picture coming just 
inside  to allow for the mount to cover,  this measurement is the width of the

=  5 1/2 inches  or  140 mm approx  this will give you the height measurement e.g.

Fig. 7   Cut you mount card 15 7/8 inches or 403 mm x 13 1/8 inches or  333 mm 
and cut the borders 2 1/2 or 64mm on the sides and top and cut the bottom 3 inches or 
76mm.
